Notes from Neighborhood Watch Quarterly Meeting with McLean Station Crime Prevention Officers.

· In June and July there is typically an increase in youth violence/property damage.  There also may be more incidents of vehicle tampering so be sure to lock your car doors at night.  If you hear something; call 911.

· Bicyclists at night need to have proper lighting (white forward light, red back light and appropriate orange side markers).

· While you are out walking in the evening or early morning, take along a cell phone to either leave yourself a voice note or call home and leave a message on your home answering machine.  You can also carry a small sharpie marker to jot down a license plate ($1.00 at Home/Office Depot).

                             ROLLING THUNDER                 DOWN I-66!   

If you have never seen and heard around 1,600 or so motorcycles all in one group coming toward you and passing under you, it is a stirring sight and sound.  One of the several gathering points for the annual Ride To The Wall, also called Rolling Thunder, is in Fairfax City.  From there, beginning about 9:00 a.m., Sunday, May 28, after a send-off ceremony, they left as a group and rode to Nutley Street, then on to I-66 East, which had been closed to traffic for the event.  A near perfect , and out of the weather, view of the parade of  bikes is right near our own neighborhood, on the entrance ramp to the DL-Merrifield Metro station.  Judging from the number of viewers in attendance this year, this site is becoming more popular, so earlier arrivals get the best view.
