NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH

Fairfax County residents who are victims or witnesses of certain misdemeanor crimes can file police reports by telephone or online. The "Citizen Reporting System" or CRS operates seven days a week and includes evening hours. The Police Department has recently introduced some enhancements to improve accessibility. The system has been centralized at police headquarters, and a cadre of officers is assigned to the system full time. Information obtained by CRS officers assists the Police Department in preventing crimes by allowing the Department to analyze trends, locations and times of incidents. The report may also assist in the identification and return of stolen property recovered as a result of other investigations.

It is accessed through the Berry St. entrance then taking the elevator to the third floor.  The site is open from 10AM-2PM, Mon.-Fri. beginning February 1 through April 16.
