  How to Dispose of Unused or Old Medicines

     To help protect our environment, throw unused, unwanted or expired over-the-counter and prescription 

medicines in the trash.  Don’t flush medicines-except when specifically instructed by the label.   Why? Because they can end up in our rivers and streams, and in OUR DRINKING WATER.         

   The American Pharmacists’ Association recommends

the following steps for safely disposing of pills and

liquid medicine:  

1.    Keep the medicines in their original containers.

      This will help identify the contents if they are

       accidentally ingested.

2.    Cross out your name and prescription 

        number for safety.

3.    For pills, add some salt water to start dissolving

        them.  For liquids, add something inedible like

        cat litter, dirt or ash.

4.    Seal the container and secure with duct or

       packing tape.

5.    Put the container in the trash as close to 

       pickup time as possible.  Do not put in

       recycle bin.

These steps will help prevent their misuse or accidental ingestion by children or pets.

           Misrepresentation by Trash Company

On or about April 7, several residents of  Dunn Loring Woods reported that they had been contacted by a salesman from American Disposal Services.   The salesman allegedly stated that the homeowner’s association here did not want two different trash trucks coming into Dunn Loring Woods ruining the roads and also stated that “everyone else on the street had switched service to American.”   They said they were offering a special deal for new customers.   They also stated that they would notify AAA Trash Company to discontinue trash pick-up.   The new service was scheduled to begin on May 1.    On May 2, American did arrive to pick up trash late in the day.   The trash containers belonging to AAA were not picked up.      There are still two trash pick-ups services for most of Dunn Loring Woods.  Calls to American Disposal Services brought apologies for the “sales tactics” used but that is it.  A caller to AAA Trash Service on May 6 was informed that they had NOT been told to discontinue service at the caller’s address.   The representative at AAA stated that the caller should fax or mail a copy of the new contract to them and stated that service would be suspended as of the date they were notified.   The representative also stated that the trash cans would be picked up the following week and indicated that there would be a $45 cleaning and refurbishing charge which would be deducted from the balance owed the customer.     For the record, the “homeowner’s association,” or in our case, the “civic association” did not contact American Disposal Services.
